Scope

We seek papers from all sub-disciplines of the field of freshwater science, and its interrelatedness with freshwater policy and practice.
The organisers will give preference to papers that provide retrospective reviews and or views of future of the topic. However, papers presenting high quality empirical studies are also welcome. 
Offered papers that contain empirical data or comprise elements of review do not need to be solely focused on studies from Scotland but should represent the best science and supporting literature available. 

Selection

The organisers will select offered papers on the basis of the 

· importance and novelty of the work presented 
· balance of topics offered across the field of freshwater science, policy and practice
We expect most papers to fit broadly into 1 of 4 general themes:

· Defining, classifying and assessing freshwaters

· The use and value of freshwaters
· Pressures on freshwaters

· Freshwater conservation and management 

If you feel that your paper topic does not fit into one of these please submit and we will consider it anyway.
